a. Maintain an annotated Top Ten Reading List of their favorite books. A Reading Reflection sheet must be completed for each book.  Books may include outside readings as well as those assigned in class except textbooks.  Log will be signed off by Advisory Teacher.
b. Submit a minimum of 6 samples of written tasks.  Each student must submit one Persuasive or Text-Based Argument sample; one Response to Text, Report, or Narrative Procedure sample; and one Narrative Account sample.  The remaining 3 samples may use any writing rubric.  At least two samples must be work performed in an English course.
*Can substitute one task with an ELA State Assessment score of 3 or 4

To demonstrate, students are required to:
Submit a minimum of 4 samples of tasks.  Two of the four samples must include at least one Oral Presentation assignment and one Text-based Discussion assignment.

a. Submit a minimum of 4 samples of Scientific Investigations/Inquiry Tasks from at least two different Science courses 
*Can substitute one assignment with a Science State Assessment score of 3 or 4 
b. Submit a minimum of 4 samples of Math Tasks from Math or Math-related courses. At least two samples must be work performed in at least two different Math Department courses.
*Can substitute one task with a Math State Assessment of 3 or 4 
**A student may substitute one task in Math or Science with a task from another subject
