Proficiency Based Graduation Requirements 
Transfer Policy

The following guidelines will determine the Proficiency Based Graduation Requirements (PBGRs) for all students transferring into Lincoln High School.

I. Exhibition Requirement—All transfer students must complete the Exhibition requirement.*
II. Portfolio Requirements
A. Transfer entering the 9th Grade--Students must complete all requirements
B. Transfer entering the 10th Grade--Students must meet the following:
a. Complete full requirements of the Top Ten Reading List
b. Complete all writing, listening & speaking, critical thinking & problem solving, and technology requirements; however, the number of samples in each category is reduced by one. 
i. Example: 5 Writing Samples

c. Fine Arts, Social Expectations, & Civics Expectations requirements remain unchanged.
C. Transfer entering the 11th Grade--Students must meet the following:
a. Top Ten Reading List will be reduced to 5 books
b. The number of samples in each category (writing, listening & speaking, critical thinking & problem solving, and technology requirements) is reduced by two.

c. The number of samples that is required from an English, Math, and Science course is reduced by one.

d. Fine Arts, Social Expectations, & Civics Expectations requirements remain unchanged.
D. Transfer entering the 12th Grade—Requirements will be determined after consultation with the PBGR Coordinator and/or the Principal.
*The requirements of any transferring student entering after the first semester will be determined after consultation with the PBGR Coordinator and/or Principal.

**Transfer students may use work collected in portfolios created in their previous school(s) upon approval by the PBGR Coordinator.
